You'll find better examples by doing an Internet search.I was 
especially interested in cover letters. There's about 1 1/2 pages of info - consisting of an explanation of the format of a 
letter (return address, date, salutation, etc.) and how to be sure not to smudge it, and to use the correct size envelope. 
The few examples are general, or apply to people with little experience.
